The Warfare Series 

     The Spiritual warfare series was hos-
ted this year.  The community of faith 
reached earnestly for the teachings, and 
by inspiration, we delivered on the sub-
ject.  The results were monumental. While 
many professed Christians sadly, are te-
rrified of and oppose the topic of warfare, 
many such people are unsuspectingly its 
victims. Especially those who profess to 
have all knowledge of biblical truth and 
superior insight to the Great Controver-
sy between good and evil. Just like the 
Pharisees of old, this population is filled 
with theology and doctrine but void of 
knowledge of things of the spirit (Hosea
